"In

recent years intensified the collaboration not only between EU and Russian universities and

research organizations, but also interaction between high-tech companies implementing

more and more joint projects", - said Dmitry Livanov. He also added that these processes

guarantee that Russian business "will bring more demand, and express growing interest in
the competitive results of the research-work".

According to the president of the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS), Vladimir Fortov,
Russia and the EU can successfully implement joint research projects in the field of space.

The official opening ceremony of the EU-Russia Year of Science was concluded with colorful
fireworks over the Moscow River.

This launch ceremony was followed by a high-ranking conference on the future potential of
EU-Russian science, technology and innovation cooperation on Tuesday, November 26.
During this conference, hosted by the Lomonosov Moscow State University, experts from
science and innovation as well as policy stakeholders discussed their vision towards future
EU-Russia STI cooperation. The event was opened by the European Commission’s Director-
General for Research and Innovation and the Russian Deputy Minister for Education and
Science.

The opening events were concluded on Wednesday, November 27, with a “Breakfast
Session” on opportunities for Future EU-Russia Joint Projects within the prestigious
premises of the Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation. During this event, opportunities for future EU-Russia joint STI projects are
presented and discussed. Special attention is being given to the new EC framework
program “Horizon 2020” and the Russian Federal Target Programs on Science and
Technology 2014-2020.

The EU-Russia S&T Agreement is due for renewal in February 2014. A joint team of
independent EU and Russian experts carried out an in-depth evaluation of the Agreement
- the first time such an evaluation was done jointly with a third country. Their report,
which proposed to renew the agreement as is, was accepted by both the Commission and
the Russian Ministry. The EU expects to formally adopt the prolongation of the Agreement
by the end of the year.

'Spite the controversial opinions on the Russian Academy of Sciences reform, on 27%
ptember Vladimir Putin approved the federal law "On the Russian Academy of Sciences,

the reorganization of the state academies of sciences and amendments to certain

legislative acts of the Russian Federation" and the decree "On the Federal agency for

research organizations". According to the adopted law the Russian Academy of Sciences
(RAS), the Academy of Medical Sciences (RAMS) and the Academy of Agricultural Sciences
(RAAS) are merged into one structure without autodestruction. To note RAS currently
encompasses 436 research institutes and organizations, together employing 48,000

research fellows; RAAS has 198 research institutions and over 300 science services
organizations at its disposal; RAMS controls 33 research and educational establishments.

All academic institutions and other scientific organisations in the country will be under the
jurisdiction of the Federal Agency for Scientific Organizations (FASO) - a special federal
executive body authorized by the Russian government to exercise the functions and
powers as the owner of federal property allocated to the aforementioned organizations.
The head of FASO is appointed Michael Kotykov, who earlier was Deputy Minister of
finance. FASO will have up to seven deputy heads, and in the structure of the central office
- up to 18 offices in key areas.

Additionally there will be a new procedure for the appointment of directors of institutions -
the candidates suggested by the Russian Academy of Sciences have to be approved by the
Presidential Council for Science and Education, and only then the candidates have to be
approved by FASO. Russian Academy of Sciences will be still responsible for coordination
of the research work not only in the academic institutions, but in all scientific organisations
and in institutions of higher education across the country. The Academy has received the
status of a legal body as well as the status of the federal government budget institutions.

291-FZ "On the Russian
ience Foundation and Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian
ederation". The Russian Science Fund is aimed to support research and development in

the Russian Federation on the grant basis. It is envisaged that the fund will support

advanced basic and applied research, assist the excellence of human resources in science,
the creation of high-tech products, development of experimental facilities for research. The
main difference of the new Russian Science Foundation from its predecessors is that it will
only support research that can be applied in practice, including the use of results by the
business community. The Board will consist of 15 people, including the CEO, who will be
appointed by the President of the Russian Federation for a period not exceeding five years
and may be discharged by the decision of the President. Currently the appointed Chairman
of the Russian Science Foundation is the Assistant to President Andrei Fursenko. The Fund
will have to report yearly directly to the President of the Russian Federation and the
Government.

The budget allocated for the Russian Science Foundation is about 48 billion rubles (over 1
billion euro) for the next three years, including 11,396 billion rubles in 2014, 17.215 billion
rubles in 2015, 19,136 billion rubles in 2016. A Revision Commission will monitor the
financial activity of the Fund. Every year, the fund will be required to prepare an annual
report and submit it to the president and the government of Russia.

Opportunities for international cooperation within the Federal Target
Program «Research and development on priority directions of scientific-
technological complex of Russia in 2014 - 2020 years>»

The new Federal Target Program «Research and development on priority directions of
scientific-technological complex of Russia in 2014 - 2020 years» envisages opportunities
for international cooperation. For instance, section 2.2 «Supporting cooperation in R&D
with EU countries» is devoted to the cooperation with the EU and it’s MSs. It is envisaged
to fund joint research projects in the priority areas of S&T, aimed at the formation of
scientific and technological reserve together with the EU research and educational
organizations, including the research work with multiple applications in various sectors of
the economy and advanced high-risk investigations that open new opportunities for
economic development. The joint research projects will be implemented through joint or
coordinated calls.

The main objectives are the integration of Russian science in the European Research
Area; widening of the international S&T cooperation and the promotion of the stable
cooperation relations between Russian and European research organizations; generating
new knowledge, best-practice transfer and introduction new advanced technologies.

For the implementation of the joint calls both parties have to agree on procedures and
milestones (e.g. call issue, timeline, joint expertise, evaluation etc.) and sign
corresponding protocols.

The projectbl are supposed to be 1-3 years long with a maximum funding up to 50 min
rubles per year. (~ 1,16 miIn euro). Total Federal budget for Section 2.2 is 6 180 min
rubles (~144 min euro) for the period of 2014-2020.

The first calls are planned to be announced in January 2014.

The Leading Scientists initiative of the Russian Government under decree N220 -Mega
Grants - aims to support Russian scientific research by attracting highly qualified scientific
and, in particular, foreign leading scientists into Russian institutions of higher education

3™ call (2012): 720 applications were received, among them 380 are from Russian
citizens (54 of them have double citizenship and live abroad) and 340 are foreign citizens.
In the 3™ call for the first time not only institutions of higher education but also scientific
canters were allowed to take part in the call and invite leading scientists. The competition
participants represented more than 40 countries of the world, including Australia, Austria,
Belarus, Belgium, Bulgaria, Brazil, Great Britain, Hungary, Germany, Denmark, Israel,
Ireland, Spain, Italy, Canada, China, USA, Ukraine, France, Finland, Czech Republic,
Switzerland, Sweden, Japan, etc. Totally 42 grant contracts were signed. Among the
grantees 19 are Russian (including 9 double citizenships), 8 EU citizens (2 - Germany, 2 -
Spain, 2 - Italy, 1 - Netherlands, 1 - France).

Totally since the launch of the initiative in 2010 32 EU scientists received the funding
(including scientists with double-residence).
